We have now been in
our building for
2 1/2 months. The
community 1s slowly
realizing that we are,
in fact, the real thing!
As people begin to
understand our purpose, they are stepping up to
the plate to help us continue to realize our goals. I‘m
excited about all the people who have stopped by the
shelter to inquire about volunteering and fostering.
Yes, we still need foster homes for those animals that
need a little more TLC than normal. We now have
volunteers that come to walk the dogs and play with
all the kittens and cats, The animals love this atten-
tion and can never get enough. We are currently open
on Thursday nights from 5-7 pm and Saturdays from
11-3 pm. Stop by and meet our animals waiting for a
loving home.

This is the time of year when we get a lot of calls
concerning lost/stray cats and kittens and Labs! We
are doing our best to help these animals but we are
limited by the space we have. We see a substantial
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increase in the number of stray Labs at this time of
year due to it being hunting season. For reasons be-
yond my comprehension, some hunters leave their
animals behind if they don’t hunt well enough or some
don’t even attempt to find their animals if they get
away from them. Collars and name tags would be of
great help to the animals. Moral of this story - get tags

on your pet.

We also get people inquiring about surrendering their
pet to us for a vanety of reasons. Again, we can only
help out if we have the room. We ask people to attempt
to re-home their pet themselves and call us as a last
resort. Use the newspaper, bulletin boards at work or
the grocery stores, and friends and neighbors.

I would also like to remind you that we are a non-
profit organization. All our funding comes from
donations from the people of our community. Every
animal that comes in costs us money either for vet
bills, food, etec. So please, don’t be offended if we ask
you for a donation for the animal you are surrendering
or the stray you are bringing to us. The money has to
come from somewhere, and if everyone helps out, we
will be able to continue to do our job.
